! Public Special Acts include amending Acts, Appropriation Acts, and local Acts. They are rarely amended  and

generally do not require updating. Special Acts are generally subject to systematic repeal under the Statute Law

Revision program. These Acts are printed in normal type.

Private Acts are listed separately in the table of Private Acts.

The Minister administering an Act is shown indented and in italic type under the Act name—for those Acts where an

allocation of the administration has been published on the NSW legislation website (LW). For further information

regarding the allocation of administration of Acts see table of principal statutory instruments.

Acts involving the application of laws made in other jurisdictions are cross-referenced to the table of applied laws and

other governmental instruments.

Public Acts in force, for the purposes of this table, are all Public Acts that have been assented to and not subsequently

repealed, irrespective of whether they have commenced.
